2. Itis preferred that female students wear 1- to 2-inch heels in a dark

To Avoid when preparing for Commencement (Females)
1. Female students will not wear colorful tops or colorful dresses, especially if

revealed by the front V-cut in the graduation robe

2. Itis preferred that female students not wear colorful shoes (only black or
dark brown, and preferably black shoes)

3. [Itis preferred that female students not wear platform shoes, spike heels, or a
shoe which is over 2 inches (for her safety)

When preparing for Commencement (Males)
1. Male students will wear dark pants (preferably black pants)
2. Male students will wear a white shirt with DARK tie beingwide enough to
fillin the frontV-cutin the graduation robe

3. Male students will wear dark shoes (brown or black, preferably black)

To Avoid when preparing for Commencement (Males)
1. Male students will not wear bold colors or even subtle colors in
shirts or suits
2. Male students will not wear jeans

3. Male students will nhot wearsneakers
